Band letterman coat will also be available. First year marchers who also participate in a concert band
and have a 90% attendance rate or better will be eligible for a letter. Second year marchers who also
participate in a concert band and have a 90% attendance rate or better will be eligible for a bar that can
be added to the letterman’s coat. Third year marchers who also participate in a concert band and have
a 90% attendance rate or better will be eligible for a patch that can be added to the letterman’s coat.
